12.Use the Maximum Retries slider to specify the
maximum number of times the MC1-MK will send
the same switch command to the router before the
switch is abandoned and an error condition is
raised.

Supported Probel SW-P-08
Commands

The MC1-MK supports a number of Probel
SW-P-08 commands. The exact commands and
how the card reacts to the commands is outlined
in Table 1.

Note that the MC1-MK attempts to use the short
form of the interrogate and connect message. The
extended form is used whenever the source or
destination numbers exceed 1024 or the level
number exceeds 16.
