» Usethe Channel knob to select the channel on the VR300
that you want to assign to the BNC.

» Usethe SubAddress knob to select 0.
4. PressHOME = Confirm.

Troubleshooting

If the device is communicating properly, but you cannot gain control
from the switcher, try cycling through different valuesfor the
SubAddress, and then the Channel. The most common settingsare as
follows:

* Channel set to the video channel number and SubAddress set to 0.
