Ultricore SNMP

SNMP in Ultricore control system is based on net-snmp 5.8. 
The SNMP protocol version 2 is supported.

To use SNMP
1. Enter a valid SNMP license Key. (Ultrix>Frame Config>Licenses)
2. Check on “Enable SNMP” (System Status>Network)
3. Enter the SNMP Community Name that you want to use in queries.
4. Enter IP Address/es to where you want the Traps (Alarm Events) to be sent.
5. SNMP should be now running with the above parameters.
6. States for the items selected under Alarms will be monitored by the SNMP module. (Ultrix>Frame Config>Alarms)
7. These states can be queried by and any state changes will be sent out as SNMP Traps.
8. [bookmark: _GoBack]This is optional but allows symbolic OIDs. Install ULTRIX.mib, ULTRIX-DEVICE.mib, ULTRIX-FAMILY.mib and ULTRIX-NODE.mib on the querying machines. (For Linux net-snmp install into $HOME/.snmp/mibs or /usr/local/share/snmp/mibs).
Usage
snmpget -v2c -c COMMUNITY_NAME tcp: IP_ADDRESS ULTRIX-NODE-MIB::ultrixNodeName.0
[bookmark: _Hlk2176385]snmpwalk -v2c -c COMMUNITY_NAME tcp:IP_ADDRESS ULTRIX-NODE-MIB::ultrixNodeMib
with the device IP address and above configured Community Name.
Example
snmpget -v2c -c public tcp:10.30.150.101 ULTRIX-NODE-MIB::ultrixNodeName.0
snmpwalk -v2c -c public tcp:10.30.150.101 ULTRIX-NODE-MIB::ultrixNodeMib

NOTES
Whenever the config is changed the SNMP module restarts.
On module restart, it will take upto maximum 10 seconds for all monitored states to be updated. This latency only applies once on module startup.
